For Kenya Advanced Certificate of Education
holders, a minimum of two principal passes in
Biology, Chemistry and a subsidiary pass in either
Mathematics or Physics.

For Diploma Holders in Medical Sciences, a
minimum “Q” level Division Il pass or C+(plus) mean
grade and a credit C+ in the cluster subjects in
K.C.S.E., in addition to a three year Diploma with a
minimum of a credit pass from a medical training
institution recognized by the Board.

For holders of any degree in Biological Sciences or
equivalent qualifications from a recognized
University, subject to passing Graduate Record
Examination (GRE)

‘A’ level British GCE system:
- Have an A or B in Biology and Chemistry; and
either Mathematics or Physics.

For International Baccalaureate (IB):
A minimum of grade 5 or above in Biology,
Chemistry, Physics or Mathematics, English or
Kiswahili subject clusters.
